Church buying power is significantly affected by denomination, congregation 
size, and area wealth.

Within the Christian denominations, churches tend to make more purchases be-
fore and during the Easter and Christmas holiday seasons. They also often make 
many purchases in the early summer to support summer children’s programs.

Religious schools tend to be small and poorly funded. General marketers should 
carefully test this market to gauge whether it provides adequate response.
